Impact on water quality and attactivity of the
German Beaches.
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A Essential idea of the project: To establish a close linkage
between research and practice.

A Core consortium of 17 partners that receive direct
funding from BMBF.

A In addition RADOST involves a multitude of network
partners (research organisations, businesses, public
authorities and NGOOs) .

A At the time of proposal submission, this network included
around 60 partners. It will be continuously expanded in
the course of the project.
